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1 | Definitions

The following terms are used in this text.

Image

An image is the plane upon which presented information is constituted as a
single world through cognition.

Meaning

Meaning arises as the recognition of existence and is inseparable from it.
Non-emergence

Non-emergence refers to the state in which meaning has not yet arisen.
Premise

A premise is the interpretive framework given prior to or simultaneously with
encountering an image.

Attachment

Attachment refers to meaning that is not inherent in the image but becomes
connected to it through a given premise.
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2 | Retreat of the Author

In this series, the original images are not generated by the artist.
No explicit intention is embedded.

The artist merely presses the shutter.
Focus is deliberately displaced.
Clarity is reduced.

The works are printed with a household inkjet printer,
framed in mass-produced frames,
and presented as a group.

Unigueness is not asserted.

No source of meaning is offered.

3 | State of Non-emergence

The image is constituted.
Yet meaning has not arisen.

No segmentation is provided.
No direction is indicated.

The image simply exists.

4 | Activation of Premise

When a premise is given,
interpretive frameworks activate automatically.

The image is regarded as something.
An intention is presumed.

Meaning is assumed to be present.

At that moment, meaning attaches.
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5 | Observation

This work does not criticize interpretation.
Nor does it condemn meaning.

[t presents the structure through which meaning attaches.

Without descending into deeper latent memory,
meaning arises through premise.

The work observes this event.

6 | Conclusion

The image does not contain inherent meaning.
Yet meaning attaches.

The work does not question the correctness of meaning.
Nor does it deny its necessity.

It presents the structure of meaning attachment.
