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1 | Definitions

Ethics
Ethics is the state in which ways of treating the world have become fixed.
Structure

Structure is the overall pattern that operates unconsciously, including human
behavior, perception, and social arrangement.

Suspension

Suspension is the state in which ethics is absorbed into structure and judgment
becomes automated.

Difference
Difference is a distinction that inherently calls for judgment.
Crack

A crack is a minute and non-sustained deviation that appears within ethics once
automated by structure.

2 | Surface: Homogenization

The landscapes of the world resemble one another.
The landscapes of the neighborhood also resemble one another.

Cultural and historical differences exist,
yet they do not appear decisively on the visual surface.

Far and near are, in fact, homogenized.
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3 | The Social Invisibility of Difference

Difference has not vanished.

difference no longer functions as a trigger for judgment.

Society operates without presupposing difference.

4 | Inside Structure

Homogenization is not accidental.
[t is the result of structure.

Economy, capital, spatial arrangement,
forms of perception, repetition of daily life—

these manage difference and render it inconspicuous.

Society absorbs difference as structure.

5 | Suspension of Ethics

Ethics originally appears as judgment toward difference.
When society ceases to see difference, judgment is not activated.

Ways of treating the world are already fixed.
Ethics has not disappeared.

[t is automated within structure
and remains suspended.
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6 | Void

Void is not absence.
It is a device that exposes the stability of a homogenized society.

The empty space indicates that difference is not being problematized.

Void makes suspension visible.

7 | A Minor Crack

Within stable and homogenized structure,
a slight deviation may occur.

It is @ moment when difference briefly becomes visible.
[t does not persist.

Society reabsorbs it.
Ethics becomes automated again.

This work does not amplify that crack.
[t only observes it.
